8th June�
Footpath Improvement – Help create a drainage system to ensure footpaths stay dry.  Meet at the bottom of Parkside Road.�

13th July�
Himalayan Balsam Removal – This flowering plant was introduced to Britain from abroad and has a tendency to take over large areas of land at the expense of local species. It has very little wildlife value, therefore we work hard to remove it from nature areas. Meet at the bottom of Parkside Road.�

10th Aug�
Footpath Clearance – Cutting back overgrown footpaths to ensure people can pass. Meet at Stairfoot Lane car park.�
�
14th Sept�
Boardwalk Creation – Help build a boardwalk to make boggy areas easier to cross. Meet at Stairfoot Lane car park.�
�
12th Oct�
Installing signage – Help to put new directional signs around the site so people can find their way. Meet at the bottom of Parkside Road.�
�
9th Nov�
Scrub Clearance – Help remove ‘scrub’ plants that are threatening our precious grassland and wetland habitats.  Meet at the bottom of Parkside Road.�
