STAGE ONE

From the car park turn right and run along the road between the two reservoirs.  At the far end turn left up the steps and then straight ahead for 100m or so to a minor road.  Turn left and run along the road for approximately one mile.  The narrow road veers sharp right but the route goes straight ahead on a footpath into the woods (there is a Yorkshire Water sign at the entrance).  Take this path, which goes downhill into the woods, until you come to a T-junction.  Turn left and run towards the reservoir.  This path comes out on the path that runs along the northern bank of Fewston Reservoir.  Turn left and head back towards the dam, at the end the path goes around the house to emerge at the top of the steps you ran up earlier.  Down the steps and along the road back to the car park.

STAGE TWO

Basically this is just a complete circuit of Fewston Reservoir - along the footpath close to the shore the whole way round – clockwise.

STAGE THREE

From the car park entrance run down the track which lies just to the right of the road between the two reservoirs.  Follow this track to the far end of Swinsty Reservoir then turn left and cross the dam.  At the other side follow the road to the left and after 400m or so take the path on the left that goes along the edge of the reservoir and emerges just before a bridge over a narrow part of the reservoir.  Cross this bridge then immediately turn left and take the footpath which follows the edge of the water through a wooded area to emerge on the northern side of Fewston dam.  Turn left and cross the dam along the road back to the car park.
